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How timely that this half term we have learned all about how to be an inspirational 

scientist and we have been able to celebrate the life of one of our most inspirational 

modern-day cosmologists.  In the words of Stephen Hawking, let us remember to: 'Look 

up at the stars and not down at your feet. Try to make sense of what you see, and 

wonder about what makes the universe exist.

Next half term our creative curriculum topic is "Explorers and Adventurers' with a focus 

on local history in Class 1 and 2 and Ancient Greece in Class 3.  In English we will be 

writing to scare (mystery stories) and to argue. In maths, we will continue with our focus 

on times tables and problem solving.  Our Christian value is 'Courage' and we will be 

learning about 'Me and My Relationships in PHSCE.  You will also receive your child's 

half termly report on 20th April which will show recent achievements and targets you 

can work on at home.  

Statutory Assessments for children in Year 2 and Year 6, phonics screening for children 

in Year 1 and the Early Years profile take place next term and we will be holding 

parent information sessions on Wednesday 18th April for parents of children in these 

year groups – letter to follow.  As you already know, I cannot authorise family holidays 

in term time, but it is vitally important that children in Year 1 are in school during the 

week beginning 11th June for their phonics screening and children in Year 6 are in 

school for SATS week – the week beginning 14th May.  Statutory assessments for 

children in Year 2  take place throughout May; they are very low-key and often the 

children will not realise that they have taken place, as they are part of the normal 

classroom practice.  
Our ever-popular Beetle Drive and Bingo Night will take place on Wednesday 28th 

March, 6-7.30pm. Come along for a great night of family fun with lots of chocolate 

prizes to be won! I will definitely be there! Don’t forget to come and join us for our 

Easter Community Lunch followed by Easter Praise, at the church on Tuesday 27th 

March where the children will take part in a very special Easter story, called, ‘The Three 

Trees'.  

Please don't forget that Class 2 and 3 will have their last swimming lesson on Thursday 

29th March .

In Class 1 we have been extremely busy being super scientists, we have explored 

Mary Anning and fossils, the children loved making their own fossils using clay. We 

have also explored why it rains using shaving foam, water and food colouring, we 

were fascinated when the food colouring came out of the shaving foam like little 

water droplets. In maths we have been focusing on addition and subtraction, the 

year 1's have been doing some super problem solving while the reception have 

learnt all about subtraction using raisins (and of course eating them as well!). In 
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English we have been looking at instructions, the children really enjoyed telling me 

the instructions for how to make a jam sandwich and after lots of mess (and a full 

tub of butter on the bread) they realised how important it is to make their instructions 

clear and in the correct order. The children then made their own jam sandwiches 

and wrote instructions to go with them. In art the children have been exploring 

different ways to paint and create texture on their pictures we have explored 

marbling shaving foam and puffy paint, messy but lots of fun! Our Drop Everything 

and Play afternoon last Friday was lots of fun with a great turn out and it was lovely 

to see the children so enthusiastic about their classroom and learning! Keep an eye 

on the newsletter for the date for the next DEAP afternoon after the Easter Holidays.
